The Stabe of Califomia Has Enacted

Mandabory ORGANICS
Recycling Requirements

This mandatory organics recycling law defines a business as a commercial or
public entity (such as a school or hospital) including multifamily residential
dwellings (5 units or more), that generates a specified amount of organic
waste after April 2016.

Organic Waste Recycling — States goal of 75% recycling rate, including the
reduction in the level of organic waste disposal by 50% from its current
levels.

What is Organic Waste? It is defined as food waste green waste, landscape
and pruning waste, nonhazardous wood waste, and food-soiled paper
wasted that is mixed in with food waste.

Did you know? Recycable organic waste accounts for about 40 percent of
the material Califorians dispose in landfills annually. Recycling organic waste
can save businesses money by reducing disposal costs while supporting
green jobs in our community.

How to recycle? If your business location generates 8 or more cubic yards
of organic waste per week, you are required to take at least one of the
following actions:

1. Source separate organic waste from other waste and subscribe to a
basic level of organic waste recycling service that includes collection
an recycling or organic waste.

2. Recycle its organic waste onsite or self-haul its own organic waste for
recycling.

3. Subscribe to an organic waste recycling service that may include mixed
waste processing that specifically recycles organic waste.

4. Make other arrangements consistent with the existing right of a
business to sell or donate its recyclable organic waste materials.
