Veterans Memorial Plaza

The City Council recently approved conceptual plans for a new Veterans
Memorial Plaza at the Civic Center and a new Public Safety Services
Memorial Plaza at the Hawaiian Gardens Public Library site.

The Veterans Memorial Plaza will occupy approximately 4,500 SF and
will be located near the main entrance of the Civic Center and City
Hall. The plan features a granite stone memorial consisting of five
separate wedges to form a star pattern with an inspiration stone wall
to highlight meaningful messages and quotes etched in stone. There
will be five flagpoles representing each branch of the military and 1
flagpole to remember Prisoner of Wars.

The Public Safety Services Memorial Plaza will be located near the
main entrance to the Hawaiian Gardens Public Library. This memorial
will consist of a curved concrete wall with black granite veneer
measuring approximately 36” high x 5 wide. The placement of the
monument wall is centered within the plaza area opposite the existing
cascading waterfall fountain. Within the wall are two embedded cast
bronze plaques, representing the two branches of our community
public safety services; the Los Angeles County Fire Department and
the Los Angeles County Sheriff's Department. There will be two life-
size bronze sculptures of a Deputy and a Firefighter placed on the left
and right sides respectively along with the City logo.

Construction is expected to commence mid April 2012. For additional
information, residents may contact the Engineering Division of the
Community Development Department at (562) 420-2641.

La Plaza _
Conmemorativa de
los Veteranos

El Consejo Municipal aprobd recientemente
los planes conceptuales para la nueva
Plaza Conmemorativa de los Veteranos en
el Centro Civico, asi como para una nueva
Plaza Conmemorativa de los Servicios
de Seguridad Publica, a ubicarse en la
Biblioteca Publica de Hawaiian Gardens.

La Plaza Conmemorativa de los Veteranos ocupara aproximadamente
4,500 pies cuadrados, y estara ubicada cerca de la entrada del
Centro Civico y las oficinas del Municipio. El plan consiste de un
monumento de granito con cinco diferentes hendiduras o cufias
que formaran una estrella en la pared de piedra, y que hara relucir
diversos mensajes de inspiracion y citas grabadas en la piedra.
También habra cinco banderas que representaran a cada una de las
ramas militares, asi como una bandera adicional en memoria de los
Prisioneros de Guerra.

La Plaza Conmemorativa de los Servicios de Seguridad Publica
estard ubicada cerca de la entrada principal de la Biblioteca Publica
de Hawaiian Gardens. Este monumento consistird de una pared
curveada de concreto recubierto de granito negro, que medird
aproximadamente 36 pies de alto y 5 pies de ancho. La pared del
monumento estara ubicada en el centro de la plaza, del lado opuesto
de la fuente con cascada. En el muro habra dos placas de bronce,
que representaran a las dos ramas de nuestros servicios publicos
de sequridad: el Departamento de Bomberos del Condado de Los
Angeles y el Departamento del Alguacil del Condado de Los Angeles.
También habra dos esculturas de tamafio natural de un alguacil y de
un bombero, a los lados del emblema de la Ciudad.

Se espera la construccion comenzara a mediados de abril de 2012.

Clean the Clutter out of
the Rain Gutter!

Rain gutters also help
to reduce erosion, prevent leaks in crawlspaces, protect painted
surfaces by reducing exposure to water, and provide a means to
collect rainwater for later use such as watering indoor plants.

It gutters are clogged, the water then flows down the exterior of
your home and can cause damage to the drywall, insulation, and
landscaping. However, not only can your home be damaged by the
dripping water, but also by the standing water and moisture that may
build from a clogged gutter. ltems such as mud, leaves, and debris
can cause the water to pool and bring unwanted mosquitoes, ants,
and termites to your home.

So it is important to keep your gutters clear and clean during the
winter season and, in doing so, it will not only help your home, but
help the environment as well.

Here are a few tips to protect your home and help the environment:

Check your gutters for any cracked, loose, or broken areas
that may need repair.

Remove leaves and debris,

Instead of allowing debris to flow into the street gutter and
storm drain, take the time to bag and dispose of the waste
and separate the greenwaste into the proper recyclable waste
container.
