A Commercial Rehabilitation Program Application has
been received and approved for the property located at
21905 Norwalk Boulevard. The building was built in
1974 and will require major improvements to renovate
the exterior as well as bring the property and building
up to code. The property located at 21905 Norwalk
Boulevard is located in a C-4 zone. The lot consists of
one occupied commercial building which is used as a
neighborhood market. Currently, the building and the lot
are in poor condition and will require extensive repairs
such as new fagade treatments, lighting, stucco, parking
lot, trash enclosures, signage, landscaping and fencing.
The proposed rehabilitation will address all deficient areas
present at the property with relation to current Planning
and Building and Safety Department requirements. All
recorded code items will be addressed within the scope
of work. The Commercial Rehabilitation Program is
a method to provide assistance in order to improve the
overall appearance of the subject site.

La Quinta Inn

The project you see under construction at 12441 Carson
Street is the future location of the new La Quinta Inn; the
first hotel in the City of Hawaiian Gardens which will offer
mid-scale lodging services that are appealing to tourist and
business travelers alike. The new hotel will rehabilitate a
large parcel on Carson Street, thus replacing the previous
use as a dog kennel of which was in a state of dilapidation.
The project involves the construction of a 29,000 square
foot structure consisting of four stories and a total of 53
rooms. Amenities are to include breakfast service, meeting
rooms, free internet access, a gym and a spa. The new
structure will incorporate quality architectural design, with
extensive use of landscaping and public right-of-way
improvements. Look for La Quinta Inn to open its doors in
May of this year.

Mercado Durango

Sehadadoinicio al proyecto de camellonesy revestimiento
en Bloomfield, que incluye la construccion de camellones
y revestimiento de asfalto para el embellecimiento de esta
entrada principal a nuestra Ciudad. El proyecto se realiza
con fondos federales, utilizando una subvencién TEA-21
de $300,000, presentada por la Diputada Loretta Sanchez.
El paisajismo sera tolerante a las sequias con objeto de
conservar agua. Para confirmar que las aberturas del
camellén fueran adecuadas, hubo una serie de juntas
vecinales en las que participaron tanto los propietarios de
los negocios en el centro comercial como los residentes
de la zona. Ademas, y puesto que la avenida Bloomfield
sélo llega hasta la calle Carson en direccién sur, se han
incorporado medidas de seguridad al ampliar los carriles-
bolsa para dar vuelta a la derecha y a la izquierda en
Bloomfield. Como parte del proyecto, también se instalaran
plataformas de concreto en las paradas de camion, y se
repararan aceras y banquetas. También, quizas se habran
dado cuenta que las lineas eléctricas en el lado este de
Bloomfield estan siendo instaladas subterraneamente.
Los postes luego seran quitados utilizando fondos de la
Ciudad para este efecto, administrados por la compaiia
Southern California Edison.

El proyecto en construccion que ustedes pueden apreciar
en 12441 Carson Street es el de La Quinta Inn: el primer
hotel en la Ciudad de Hawaiian Gardens que ofrecera
servicios de alojamiento de mediana escala, y que atraera
tanto a turistas como a viajeros de negocios. El hotel
ocupara una parcela grande en Carson Street donde antes
habia una perrera deteriorada. EI proyecto incluye la
construccion de una estructura de 29,000 pies cuadrados,
con cuatro pisos y 53 habitaciones.

Assignment Officer on educating owners on crime
Lakewood Sheriff's Station prevention techniques which
include environmental designs to help stop crime. The
program will also allow owners to communicate with the
Sheriff's Department and the City. Personnel from the
Community Development Department is expected to
participate in order to provide owners with information
about beautification grants and other city projects to
promote better business in the city. This program will also
allow business owners to get to know each other and to
develop a networking atmosphere much like a chamber
of commerce provides. Crime Prevention tips will focus
on robbery and burglary prevention. Following are just a
few tips business owners can look forward to receiving:

For Burglary Prevention:

LOCKS on all outside entrances and inside security
doors should be double -cylinder deadbolts with
moveable collars. Check with the Fire Marshall for safety
requirements.

ALARM SYSTEMS should be supplied by a licensed
alarm company with a central monitoring station. Check
the alarm system on a daily basis, and advertise its
presence to deter break-ins.

ID NUMBERS should be marked on all equipment and
stickers should be displayed to make this plainly evident
to would-be thieves. Also, keeping a record of serial
numbers on all equipment may help in recovery.

All meetings will be held at the Hawaiian Gardens Safety
Center. A flyer announcing the first meeting will be
mailed to business owners at the end of March. For more
information about the new Business Watch program,
please call Community Service Officer Stephanie Blanco
at 562-496-1026, or email at SBlanco@hgcity.org.

Revise con el Jefe
de Bomberos cudles son los requisitos de seguridad.

SISTEMAS DE ALARMA: Que sean de una compaiiia
de alarmas con licencia y estacion central de monitoreo.
Revise el sistema de alarma todos los dias y anuncie
abiertamente que cuenta con él, para disuadir a ladrones
potenciales.

NUMEROS DE IDENTIFICACION: Etiquete todo su
equipo con numeros de identificacion para disuadir a
gue sean robados, y ademas guarde una lista con todos
los nimeros de serie para que sea mas facil recobrar el
equipo si le es robado.

Las juntas se llevaran a cabo en el Centro de Seguridad
de Hawaiian Gardens; a finales de marzo se enviara
un volante por correo a los negociantes.

Operation Robo
On April 18th and 19th, 2009, § Total
the LosAngeles County Sheriff's
Department’s Lakewood
Station with the cooperation of
the City of Hawaiian Gardens
will be hosting the first annual
“Gift for Guns” exchange
program. The event will
take place at the Hawaiian
Gardens Public Library and
Safety Center, which is located
at 11940 Carson Street in
Hawaiian Gardens. The hours
of the event will be from 1000
AM to 500 PM.

The purpose of the program is to give citizens
the opportunity to surrender unwanted firearms
anonymously and with no questions asked in
exchange for gift cards from various retail stores
such as: Ralphs Supermarkets, Walmart, and
Target. Gift cards are issued based on the number
of fire arms surrendered. Two-hundred dollarsworth
of gift cards will be issued for every assault weapon that
is surrendered and one-hundred dollars in gift cards
are issued for all other firearms surrendered during the
operation. It is the hope of the Sheriff's Department that
the elimination of unwanted firearms from the community
will have a reduction of gun related violent crimes in our
communities.

Deputies will utilize a drive-thru collection method during
the operation. Allindividuals desiring to surrender firearms
during the program are requested to keep all firearms
unloaded and secured in the trunk of their vehicles when
they arrive at the program’s site. If the vehicle has no
trunk or cargo area, the firearms should be kept in the
rear of the vehicle away from the drivers or occupants
reach. Deputies will then retrieve the firearms from the
citizen’s vehicle and gift cards will be issued to the citizen
in exchange for the surrendered firearm(s).

Durante la operacion se daran
certificados de regalo con valor de $200 por cada arma
de asalto, y $100 por cada arma de fuego de otro tipo. El
Departamento del Alguacil espera que con esta medida
se reduzca el crimen violento armado en nuestras
comunidades.

Durante la operacion, los Asistentes del Alguacil usaran
un método tipo autoservicio para la recoleccion de armas.
Se solicita a los individuos que pongan sus armas de
fuego dentro de la cajuela de su auto y que las tengan
descargadas. Si su vehiculo no tiene cajuela o area
de carga, las armas de fuego deben estar en la parte
trasera del vehiculo, lejos del alcance del conductor y
los ocupantes. Los Asistentes del Alguacil procederan
a sacar el arma (o armas) del vehiculo y a entregar los
certificados de regalo correspondientes.

Neighborhood Block Clean-up

The neighborhood clean-up program offers residents free
use of trash bins to dispose of unwanted trash, metal,
green waste, concrete, and white goods(refrigerators,
washers/dryers, and water heaters). The program
provides roll-off boxes in specific locations for residents
to dispose of large trash items not taken by the standard
disposal service. Iltems such as furniture, appliances and
general household debris are placed in roll-off boxes.
These roll-offs are scheduled, in advance, to be delivered
the morning of the clean-up. Front load trash trucks are
also used to drive through the area helping residents
with the disposal of large items. No Hazardous Waste or
E-Waste is collected at City clean ups.

There are six Neighborhood Clean-Up Programs in the
City of Hawaiian Gardens throughout the year. In 2008
over 505 tons of solid waste were recycled. That means
that over 505 tons of waste did not end up in the Landfill
but were sent to processing plants to find NEW LIFE as
a US Navy Ship, a Soda Can, a Plastic Milk Container, or
a Book for our schools. In addition, thousands of tress,
water, and energy were saved.

Your next opportunity to utilize this program will be
Saturday, April 18 from 7am till the roll-offs are full, so
keep it up Hawaiian Gardens! Continue to lead the rest of
the nation when it comes to RECYCLING.

Limpieza Vecinal

El programa de limpieza vecinal pone gratuitamente a
disposicién de los residentes contenedores de basura
para tirar basura, metal, desecho verde, concreto, y
electrodomésticos de linea blanca (refrigeradores,
lavadoras, secadoras, y calentadores de agua). El
programa coloca contenedores sobre ruedas en diversos
puntos para que los residentes desechen objetos grandes
gue el servicio de basura regular no se lleva, como:
muebles, aparatos electrodomésticos, y escombros
domeésticos. La entrega de los contenedores se programa
por adelantado para que se coloquen en la mafiana del
dia que se hara lalimpieza. Para ayudar a los residentes
a desechar objetos grandes, también se utilizan camiones
de basura de carga delantera. En la limpieza vecinal no
se aceptan desechos peligrosos o basura electrénica.

En Hawaiian Gardens el programa de limpieza vecinal se
lleva a cabo 6 veces al afio. En 2008 se reciclaron mas
de 505 toneladas de desechos sdlidos. Esto significa
gue mas de 505 toneladas de basura no terminaron
en el basurero, sino que fueron enviadas a plantas
procesadoras para encontrar “nueva vida” en objetos
como barcos navales, latas de soda, envases plasticos
de leche, y libros para nuestras escuelas. Ademas, se
salvaron miles de arboles y se ahorré agua y energia.
La préxima limpieza vecinal sera el sdbado 18 de abril, de
las 7 a.m. hasta que los contenedores se llenen. Asi que...
